ACT/SAT -  Math 19/23, English 18, Reading 17 or 
 Assessment Test - Make arrangements for alternative testing through the Counseling Center 
 (970-521-6656) if a student;  
  - Has ACT scores below, Math 19,  English 18 & Reading 17, or  
          SAT scores below Verbal 440 & Math 460  
  - Has not taken the ACT or SAT, within the last 5 years 
  - Has never taken the ACT
